3.0 Assembling Your Zip Navigator AT

3.1 Attaching the Rear Wheels
First, grease both axles using the black lubricant cloth provided

3.6 Fifth Foldable Rear Wheel

The MG Zip Navigator All Terrain comes standard with a fifth foldable
and extendable rear wheel. This wheel MUST be unfolded and
extended info position at all fimes when the Zip Navigator AT is in use.

You can change from meters / kilometres / yards / miles simply by
pressing the Unit Setting Button [on the right].

6.6 Distance Modes

There are three distance measurement modes. [o move between the
modes, press the Distance Mode Button [DM] on the left.

7.1 Charging Your Remote Control

Before you start using your Zip Navigator All Terrain you must fully
charge the remote conftrol battery for approximately 6 hours or
overnight using the USB cord provided. The top left UNLOCK button will
flash while charging. When a full charge is complete, the green light
will stay on and stop flashing.

To charge the remote, plug the other end of your cable into the
Navigator Al's USB port located underneath the handle. Alternatively,
the remote can be charged via PC, Laptop or AC adaptor (not
included).

To check the level of power in the remofte, press any button to signal
the digifal fop box and the remotfe control battery level will show on
the screen of the Zip Navigator Al.

We recommend recharging your remote battery when recharging
your main battery after each round.

7.2 Forward Arrow

Press the forward button to start and accelerate the Zip Navigator Al
The longer you press the button, the faster the Zip Navigator AT fravels.
The Zip Navigator AT will always start af speed 2 when using the
remote.

7.3 Down Arrow

The down arrow decreases the speed and initiates reverse. If you are
moving forward, the down arrow can e used to decrease speed, the
longer the pressure, the slower the speed.

If you hold down the button the Zip Navigator AT will reverse. If you
release the down arrow, whilst the Zip Navigator AT is in Reverse Mode,
the Zip Navigator AT will stop [safety feature].
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/.4 Left and Right Arrow

When the Zip Navigator Al is stopped, press the appropriate furn
command and keep depressed until the degree of turn is achieved,
then press the forward button for the Zip Navigator AT to go forward.

Whilst the Zip Navigator Al is moving, press the appropriate turn
command, and keep depressed until the degree of turn is achieved.
Momentary pressure will make a small adjustment to the direction,
whilst prolonged pressure will increase the degree of turn and speed
of the furn.

7.5 Speed Control - Manually and Remotely

Under manual conftrol, you can adjust the speed by furning

the speed control buttfon clockwise [increase speed] or
anti-clockwise [decrease speed]. When changing fo the remote
control, irrespective of the speed level indicated on the display, the
Zip Navigator AT will always start at speed 2.

7.6 Keypad UNLOCK AND LOCK

The remote control has two buttons af the top which allow you to
LOCK and UNLOCK the keypad.This will eliminate accidental button
iINput when the remote is kept in your pocket. The STOP bufton will
continue fo work, when the LOCK feature is activated.

/.7 Remote Range and Safety Stop

The Zip Navigator All Terrain can lbe remotely conftrolled up to @
range 100m - 200m. The remote’s range is affected by many factors,
such as the environment, weather, geomagnetic and external
electromagnetic inferference. If the remote control loses contact with
the Zip Navigator Al, then the automatic Safety Stop will initiate after
five seconds. If the Zip Navigator AT is activated using the manual
controls, the automatic Safety Stop feature will not be active. It is

the user’'s responsibility to ensure that they have conftrol of the Zip
Navigator AT at all fimes. If the Navigator AT is inadvertently activated,
It is the user’s responsibility to ensure that it does not go into hazards
irrespective of the Remote Range and Safety Feature.

Please note, the top left unlock butfton will flash every 3 seconds while
the Safety Stop feature is active.

/.8 Pairing a Remote

In The unlikely event that your remofte loses pairing with your Navigator
Al, or you have replaced your remote, it will need to e paired as
follows:

1. Lift the main battery handle, disengaging the battery terminals.
2. Hold down the STOP Button on the remote until both the LOCK and
UNLOCK buttons illuminate and remain solid.

3. Re-engage the main battery by pushing the handle back down,

8.0 Guyroscope Straight Tracker Navigation System

The Zip Navigator All Terrain is built with a Patented Gyroscope Straight
Tracker Navigation System. This technology ensures the Zip Navigator
AT mainfains its direction regardless of the ferrain.The Zip Navigator
Al will automatically brake or accelerafe either wheel to maintain ifs
direction.

When the Zip Navigator AT is conftrolled by the remote, the navigation
system is always ON.

When the Zip Navigatfor AT is controlled manually, the navigatfion
system is always OFF.

Tip: On a steep incline or if the Zip Navigator AT hits a divot or ofther
object, the gradient may force the Zip Navigator AT off line. You do not
need to adjust the Zip Navigator Al.The Zip Navigator AT will work its
way back on course.

9.0 Warranty

9.1 Warranty Policy

manufacturer's warranty from the date of purchase. Duration of this
warranty is:

Our goods come with guarantees that cannot be excluded under
Consumer Law. You are entitled to a replacement or refund for

a major failure and for compensation for any other reasonably
foreseeable loss or damage. You are also entitled o have the goods
repaired or replaced if goods fail to be of acceptable quality and the
faillure does not amount to a major failure. This warranty is in addition
to ofher rights and remedies available to the consumer under law.

If a warranty claim is to be made, please cease use of the goods

0.0 Preventative Maintenance Program

To properly provide for the continued operation of your MGl Zip
Navigator Al, MGl has infroduced its Preventatfive Maintenance
Program [PMP].The PMP consists of work to be carried out by both
the owner and authorised service centres. To maintain the warranty
of your MGl Zip Navigator Al, it is essential that this work is carried out.
If the work carried out by the authorised Service Centre is to replace
parts that are part of the maintenance schedule, the owner will be
charged for the parts and labour. If the work o be carried out is
covered under warranty, MGl will bear the cost.

10.1 Cleaning Your Zip Navigator AT [See Maintenance Schedule]

For years of good operation, your Zip Navigator Al requires care and
aftention:

» Keep your Zip Navigator Al clean by using a cloth with warm water
and a mild detfergent.

* Do not hose down your Zip Navigator AT under any circumstance
as the Zip Navigator Al has electronic components.

« Ensure that the seat stem bracket is free of sand and debris.

- Do noft submerge your Zip Navigator Al, partially or fully as it will
damage the drive system and/or the electronics. The Zip Navigator
IS designed to withstand wet weather (in conjunction with a Zip Rain
Cover [sold separately]).

- Clean the Zip Navigator AT battery base when the battery is
removed from the Zip Navigator Al

- Regularly brush away sand/dirt from moving parts and foggles for
smooth operation.

10.2 Rear Wheel Axles Maintenance [See Maintenance Schedule]
The rear wheel stulbb axles need 1o e lubricated regularly. Remove
the rear wheels by depressing the spring clip and at the same time
pull off the wheel. Apply Petroleum Jelly or light lubricant to the stub
axles. Use a very small amount as the grease can aftract sand. If you

play in sandy conditions you should clean the axle and re-lubricate
fortnightly.
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10.3 Upper and Lower Bag Strap Maintenance [See Maintenance
Schedule]
The bag straps should be replaced as per the Service Schedule.The
upper bag strap can e replaced by:
